The English assessment is only appropriate for native English 

speakers and for non-native English speakers who feel that 

they are ready for transfer-level, or university-level, English 

courses. This assessment is not appropriate for English 

learners. 

 
De Anza College uses a “placement” process that is designed 
to help students find the right English class for their level of 
knowledge and understanding. For many students, we can 
find the right placement by looking at their high school 
transcripts, if they completed high school in the United 
States. 

 
Since we don’t have a U.S. high school transcript for you, 
we’d like you to complete this guided self-placement (GSP) 
survey. Your answers will help us find the right English class 
to help you succeed. 

 
English GSP Computerized Assessment Survey 

 
 This is not a test. There are no wrong answers. The questions in this survey will help us understand your current 

level of English skills and knowledge. 
 As you work your way through this survey, you are encouraged to reflect upon your academic history and 

educational goals as well as your familiarity and comfort with academic English. 
 This should take you about 30-45 minutes to complete. However, it is untimed so take as long as you need. 
 You can only complete the English guided self-placement process one time. 

 
At the end of your assessment session, we’ll tell you which English courses you’re eligible for. 

 
 Once you get your results you’ll need to complete the New Student Orientation so that you understand which 

English course is required for your major and educational goals. 

 If you feel that your results do not reflect your skills and abilities, you’ll need to participate in the English 

Challenge Process. A staff member can provide you with more information at the end of your session, if needed.

 Providing their U.S. high school transcript information 

for assessment
