Methodology 

This analysis includes students who were identified by the Umoja Program Coordinator as 

included in the Umoja cohort in the fall of 2016, 2017 and 2018. The analysis includes enrollment 

and demographic information for each cohort. The fall 2016 and 2017 cohorts include an analysis 

of annual success and persistence rates as well as completion of transfer-level English in their first 

year, in addition to demographics.

 The 2016-17 cohort started in fall 2016 with 35 students, the 2017-18 cohort started in fall 

2017 with 34 students and the 2018-19 cohort started with 26 students.

 The majority of Umoja students identify as African American – ranging from 65% to 77%,

 The rate of students who identify as low income has decreased over the past three years 

from 57% to 27%. Low income is defined as a family of 4 making less than $27,000 per

2016-17 to 35% in 2017-18 then down to 19% in 2018-19.

Each Umoja cohort was tracked through fall, winter, and spring of their first entry into the cohort 

and their annual success rate was calculated based on the three terms tracked. 

 Success rates for the 2016-17 cohort was 66% and 55% for the 2017-18 cohort.  

Table. 8: Umoja Students – Persistence Rates  

 

Umoja students were tracked from the fall when they entered the cohort to winter then spring. 

 Persistence rates from fall to winter for the 2016-17 cohort were 83% and 74% from fall to 

spring. 

 Persistence rates from fall to winter for the 2017-18 cohort were 56% and 44% from fall to
