Set up i>clicker

1 Connect the i>clicker base receiver to your computer.

The LCD on the base will light up indicating that the base has power.

IMPORTANT: Connect the base directly to your computer; do not connect through a
keyboard or non-powered USB hub.

IMPORTANT: i>clicker v6.2 includes features such as Self-Paced Polling that require a
base running the latest firmware. You can download the firmware updater from

iclicker.com.
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If you are running the i>clicker software from a flash drive, connect
the flash drive to a USB port on your computer.

For best performance, it is recommended that you drag-and-drop the iclicker Win or
iclicker Mac folder on the flash drive to your computer’s desktop rather than run i>clicker
from the flash drive.

Locate the iclicker Win or iclicker Mac folder on your flash drive,
hard drive, or network drive. Double-click the folder.
